					266.	Code Red Presentation
Becky from Code Red presented via a Conference call explaining how the system is used. It allows for a message to be sent out via several avenues such as Council meeting reminders, volunteer groups, firefighters etc. Soul focus for last 15 years has been public safety. Largest provider in the United States with several Canadian cities using the service. Mapping for our area is already in place. Easiest way to enter the data is to obtain it from MTS, which would then be given to Code Red who attaches longitude and latitude. All data entry is done in house with no out sourcing of GEO coding. A full system test has not been done in Manitoba all though in Quebec an Entire community of 35000 people can be dialed in less than 10 minutes. These can go by email, text, website info, digital signage, sirens that are compatible.

The Free Mobile app allows for targeting a specific area and can be downloaded for Android and Iphone. As the app uses GPS location it means it would go to people that are in the affected area even if they don’t live in the area, as long as the app is installed.

Residents can opt out of general notifications. If someone demands to be removed from the emergency calling list, that is up to the administrators of Code Red to decide if they will allow them to be removed. 

Can be used for any type of notification including set up of sub-user groups. It’s a web based program that can be logged on from any computer that has internet access. 

Code Red owns and maintains all of their own maps. Can highlight and select specific areas to send calls too. Broadcast for manually determined time. Can record the message with human live voice or use a digital voice.

Areas can be recalled to sound an all clear and does not have to be mapped out again. 

37500 call minutes for $9,900. Calling 300 people does not take 300 minutes away. A 32 second message rounds up to 36 seconds which would be 75000 30 second messages delivered to residents. Text, mobile app, email and social media are free. Only thing that takes time away from the phone bank are the voice messages. 

Unlimited minutes are available for $12,500. Unlimited emergency means affecting life or property plus the 75000 30 second messages a year. Minutes can be carried over from contract to contract at a cost of 5% additionally 5% of what’s paid annually. All contracts are a one year plan and the all inclusive cost is an annual fee. Additional minutes are $.40 per minute. 

There are 2 called ID options, one for emergency and one for general. 

The Emergency Mass Notification System compliments the sirens we do have. 
Fire department paging system is owned by the department and would likely not stop using that.
Parameters would need to be set for what Code Red would be used for.
